 Jesus demonstrated His authority with His
actions. He cleansed the temple,
demanding pure and true worship. He
worked miracles, answered prayers, and
confronted the religious and political
leaders.

 Jesus' death, instead of weakening His
authority, actually raised Him above all else,
making Him the highest authority in heaven
and on earth.

 As followers of Jesus, we acknowledge His
authority by submitting to His Lordship in
every aspect of our lives. Jesus is the only
one who deserves our complete obedience.
