HOOK
Start the conversation by saying…

Who is someone you sometimes think of as 
“superhuman”? Why?

ENGAGE
Go deeper with this…

• On earth, Jesus felt what humans feel, 
talked to people face to face, and showed 
us how to be part of His kingdom. This was 
God relating with His people in a whole new 
way. 

• Matthew revealed Jesus as our Messiah, 
Savior, and Immanuel. 

• As Messiah, He was the fulfillment of a 
promise and answer to prayer. He is the 
chosen One, empowered by the Holy Spirit. 

• As Savior, He is the One who sets us all 
free. 

• As Immanuel, He is "God with us," the Holy 
Spirit who lives inside us and guides us. 

• As we trust in God's sovereignty and 
believe and obey Him, we too can love the 
rejected, excluded, and disqualified.
