Start the conversation with this question…

Engage

• The Holy Spirit is God living in us. When we 
follow Him, He gives us the amazing gift of 
the Holy Spirit. This is how God speaks to us 
and guides us every day! 

• The Holy Spirit is our Helper—our comforter 
and friend. You can call on Him any time, all 
the time, and He has the power to address 
any fears or worries you may face. 

• The Holy Spirit guides us to the truth. The 
world has a different definition of “truth,” but 
the Holy Spirit helps us know what is truly 
right and godly. He also teaches us when 
we’re doing something against God’s will. 

• The Holy Spirit gives us God’s point of view 
of what’s happening on the earth. We can live 
knowing God loves us and has a much 
greater purpose for us than we can imagine!

Key Points



Pray Together (pick at least one) 

• Thank God for His Holy Spirit that is God in 
us! He knows you better than you know 
yourself and is your eternal comforter and 
friend. 

• Pray for sharper ears to hear what God 
wants to teach you. It could be an outward 
act of kindness, or even forgiveness. 

• Pray for the fruit of the Spirit to grow in you 
as you listen and obey Him every day. 
(Galatians 5:22-23) 

• Pray for each other’s prayer requests.

• What is one thing you have done or may be 
doing that you feel the Holy Spirit is telling 
you to change?
