Start the conversation with this question…
Engage

• Hebrews reminds us that while everything else 
changes, Jesus reigns forever.

• He rules with righteousness. He loves what is 
right and hates what is evil (Heb 1:9). His 
leadership is perfectly good, and we never have to 
fear His authority.

• He created and sustains all things. The God who 
made the universe also holds your life together! 
Governments rise and fall. Technology changes 
overnight. But Jesus remains the same—and 
nothing is beyond His power.

• Jesus’ throne is eternal. Angels serve for a time
—but the Son reigns forever. His authority does not 
expire, and His kingdom cannot be replaced.

• When we build our lives on Jesus, the eternal King, 
we stand on what cannot be shaken. Because He 
created all things and reigns over all things, we can 
trust Him with everything.
