Start the conversation with this question…
Engage

• God’s Word reveals our hearts. Scripture is 
sharper than a double-edged sword and goes 
beyond our actions to expose our thoughts and 
true motives. Through His Word, God convicts, 
corrects, and draws us closer to Him. 

• God’s Word calls us to respond. Nothing is 
hidden from God, and one day we will stand 
before Him to give an account. Scripture is not 
just meant to inform us, but to lead us to trust 
Jesus, receive His salvation, and follow Him 
each day. 

• As we follow Jesus, meditate on His Word, and 
respond in faith, God transforms our hearts and 
leads us into His rest.
