3This is why he has 
to offer sacrifices for his own 
sins, as well as for the sins of the 
people. 4And no one takes this 
honor on himself, but he receives 
it when called by God, just as 
Aaron was.

Start the conversation with this question…
Engage

• Throughout history, people have looked for leaders 
they can trust and follow. Hebrews reminds us that 
Jesus is unlike anyone else—He is both our Priest 
and our King.


• As Priest, Jesus represents us before God. A 
high priest was chosen from among the people to 
offer sacrifices on their behalf. Jesus understands 
what it is like to be human, and He offered His own 
life as the perfect sacrifice for our sins.


• As King, Jesus leads us perfectly. Unlike earthly 
rulers, Jesus is completely sinless and perfectly 
good, wise, and trustworthy. We can trust Him 
completely and follow Him with confidence.


• Jesus is both our Priest and our King. He is our 
advocate before God and leads us in every area of 
life. His leadership is always good and right.


• As we trust and follow Jesus, we can also reflect 
His love and grace to those around us.
