Start the conversation with this question…
Engage

• No human father is perfect, but they point us to 
our perfect Heavenly Father.


• Fathers provide. Good fathers desire to give good 
gifts to their children. As our perfect Father, God 
lovingly provides for all our needs. Everything we 
have is from Him.


• Fathers discipline. Loving discipline helps us 
grow and mature. Our parents’ correction reflects 
how God disciplines us because He desires what’s 
best for us.


• Fathers have compassion. The love and kindness 
we experience from earthly fathers remind us that 
God knows our weaknesses and cares for us 
deeply. He is patient, understanding, and full of 
mercy toward His children.


• God's love is deeper than any human’s. His desire 
is to bring His children back into His family. As part 
of His family, we can extend that same love to our 
families, friends, and communities.
